HOME-BASED CARE SPONSOR

Becoming a classroom sponsor ensures that
every student at our community school gets a
chance to thrive. More than 80 children attend
daily English and computer lessons as well as
extra-curricular activities at COLT. While
learning new skills by qualified and caring
teachers, the students also build confidence,
creativity and social skills. As a classroom
sponsor you support:

Some children and families receive additional
support based on thorough family assessments
and regular follow-ups by our qualified social
workers. COLT aims to provide essential
services like nutritious meals, hygiene kits,
counseling and development planning in order
to keep the children safe and healthy while
empowering their families. As a home-based
care sponsor you support:

Necessary teaching supplies and books
Skilled full-time local teacher
School kits (including school uniforms)
Emotional and educational guidance
Study trips

Lunch 6 days a week
Hygiene kits (soap, towel, oral care)
Rice parcels
Emergency support
Counseling and development planning with
skilled social worker
Medical and dental care



By sponsoring COLT's sports program, you
give children the opportunity to join organized
team sports for the first time. The children are
provided with football uniforms and shoes, and
develop important skills like teamwork,
commitment and confidence. Daily football
practice at COLT's premises is lead by junior
coaches, who receive training and guidance in
addition to a monthly salary.

Over the
course of 2020, COLT will support 8 children
throughout this phase, some of them living
with loving families and finishing primary
education, some finishing university and living
in a student home, and others just starting
their adventure, still figuring out what they
want.

In
order to become more self-sustainable, we
invest in fertile soil and seeds to be able to
grow our own vegetables. By becoming a
green sponsor, you help change habits that
will lead to a greener future.
